PART II—NATIONAL PHYSI ANNING BOARD.

4. Establishment of the National Physical Plarﬁg Board.
(1) There is established a Board to be known as the N‘egél Physical Planning
[ ]

Board. Z

(2) The Board shall consist of nine members appointed by inister of whom
five shall be persons not employed in the public service.

(3) The Board shall be a body corporate and shall have perpetual@g‘ ssion and a
common seal and the seal shall be authenticated by the s;gzhre of the
chairperson and the secretary.

(4) The Minister shall appoint the chairperson of the Board from among the
members.

(5) The Minister shall appoint the members of the Board, on such terms and
conditions as shall be specified in the instruments of appointment.

(6) In making appointments to the Board, the Minister shall take into
consideration gender equity and appropriate technical qualifications of the
appointees.



(7) The members of the Board shall elect one person from among their number to
be the vice chairperson of the Board.

(8) The proceedings of the Board shall be in accordance with the Second Schedule.

5. Tenure of office of members of the Board.
(1) The members of the Board shall hold office for three years and are eligible for
reappointment for one further term.

(2) A member appointed to the Board may at anytime before the expiry of his or
her term, resign his or her office in writing signed by him or her, addressed to the
Minister.

term of office of the member he or she is replacing. }

(d) to advise the government on broad physical planning policies, planning
standards and the viability of any proposed subdivision of urban or
agricultural land;

(e) to study and give guidance and recommendations on issues relating to

for purposes of co-ordination and integration of physical development;

(f) to approve regional, urban or district physical development plans and
recommend to the Minister national plans for approval;

(g) to advise the Minister responsible for local governments on the
declaration of town councils, town boards or upgrading of urban
authorities;

(h) to advise the Minister on the declaration of special planning areas;

(i) to cause physical development plans to be prepared at national,
regional, district, urban and sub county levels;

(j)to monitor and evaluate the implementation of physical development
ans;

(k) rmulate draft planning policies, standards, guidelines and manuals
fi nsideration by the Minister;

1) to en@ the_integration of physical planning with social and economic
planni he national and local levels;

(m) to exerc@general supervisory powers over all lower planning
committees s t they can seek guidance, set standards and take
control; and

(f) require local authorities to ensure the proper execution of physical
development control and preservation orders; and

ssist districts and lower local governments to prepare district and local
ysical development plans.

Act, generally or ifigally to any officer under him or her and may at any time
revoke or vary the ation.

(2) The Minister may approve any national or regional physical development plan
without, or subject to, any conditions or modifications as he or she may consider
necessary.

(3) Where the Minister refuses to approve a national or regional physical
development plan, the Minister may require the Board to prepare a new plan
taking into account the modification he or she has proposed.
